I walked over to him, shook his hand and 

placed a few dollars in his palm. He looked at the 

money and without speaking, nodded his head as a way 

of saying thanks. 
 

That was the last time I saw him. He has been gone a 

long time now, but in a way, he is still standing there. 

Oh, I’ve seen him many times since then, but he was in 

a different place and had on different clothes. I saw him 

not long ago. He was sitting on the sidewalk beside a 

busy street. One of his legs had been amputated. He was 

holding a sign that read, Vietnam Vet.” Another time I 

saw him at a busy intersection. This time his sign read, 

“I will work for food.” 
 

Now most of the time when I see him, I drive by without 

stopping or even giving it much thought. I know all the 

reasons and excuses for not stopping and many of them 

are valid.

70”.  These are suggested sizes and should not limit 

your creativity.   

 

If you are interested in making a prayer shawl or baby 

blanket, or if you have one that you would like to 

donate, please bring them to the church office by Friday, 

March 26.  Pastor Bob will then bless the shawls and 

blankets during the 11:00 worship service on Sunday, 

March 28.
